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The authors are teachers of the primary school teachers’ training college/ uni-

versity. This zero-setting makes compulsory the - anyway wished - integra-

tion of theory and practice. The „departure” of the research was offered by the 

recent university level of the teachers’ training, but the final goal, the curricu-

lum, as „arrival” was made in the demand on valorifying it into the training 

practice. 

The theoretical part of the paper appears between the present practice, 

which determines the research problem and the future practice as prevailing 

of the curriculum-proposal. We can identify two main parts of the research: 

on the one hand we reflect on the content of the primary school teachers’ 

training which is modellated by the curriculum, on  the other hand we exam-

ine the institutional frames of the high-level training. 

The European Higher Education Area, as the educational dimension of 

the European integration create a new position for the Romanian primary 

school teachers’ training. The positive developments of the recent education-

nal-policy situation make urgent the curricular innovation of the training 

content, the aligment with the national and the European demands. So, we 

have examined such factors as: educational-policy frames, the principles and 

factors of teachers training planning, the developing mechanism of the peda-

gogical knowledge. 
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
